4) Conducting lectures and organizing sympaosia.

(5) Exchange of academic information and materials.
(6) Promoting academic cooperation as mutually agreed.
(7) Promoting cooperation in the graduatc studies for

basic medical sciences (PhD) and clinical sciences

3- The development and impiementation of specific activities
based on this MoU will be separately negotiated and agreed
between the parties which carry out the specific projects. The
two parties agree to carry out these activitics in accordance
with the laws and regulations of the respective countries after
full consultation and approvai.

4- It is understood that the implementatior of cny of the types of
cooperation stated in clause 2 shall depend upor the availability
of resources and financial support at the faculties concerned.
